Rector of Vasyl Stefanyk Precarpathian National University (VSPNU) professor Igor
Tsependa and Director of the program “Character International Inc.” Charles Landreth of
Dallas, Texas, USA, enter in cooperation agreement about scientific and educational
cooperation in the relations between Ukraine and USA, and agreed about the following:

Article 1
The cooperation will be done through:
- common research and scientific conferences;
- organization and holding of common master-classes, seminars, webinars;
- exchange of scientific information, curriculums and scientific literature;
preparation of scientific publications, that will held the result of common research

and conferences.

Article 2
Implementation of this agreement is entrusted to the Pedagogical Faculty of
Vasyl Stefanyk Precarpathian National University and Ivano-Frankivsk College of Vasyl
Stefanyk Precarpathian National University (Ivano-Frankivsk, Ukraine), which agrees to
comply to the following conditions:
4 To maintain and monitor the Creative Laboratory (Center) for Character
development and research studies, which will serve as the Ukrainian Center of Character
Research and Development in association with Character International Inc. of the USA.



2-_Tq provide invitations for certain mutually agreed upon times by both sides.
These invitations will be for American volunteer teachers who will teach the character
development seminars in Ivano-Frankivsk in and for the above-mentioned institutions.

3. To assist in presenting the Children’s character development seminars twice a

year with the goal of:

* American teachers will conduct trainings for the students of the Pedagogical

University (Ivano-Frankivsk, Ukraine) with topics of: Children’s Character
Development, Leadership, Conflict Resolution and other agreed upon topics:

* Organization of scientific research in character and ethics development.

* Preparation materials for the publications of curriculums, and articles.

* Improvement of technical equipment for the educational process of the program.

* Conducting of annual scientific - practical conferences to research the problems
and solutions of character development.

Article 3

“Character International”, Inc. Agrees to comply with the following conditions:

1. To teach basic and advanced seminars, master-classes, webinars online and
offline with the help of trained and certified teachers from USA.

2. To have ongoing connection and communication with teachers and students, who
completed the course of Child’s Character Development and provide them with new
information.

3. Cooperate with VSPNU administration and faculty to insure the ongoing
improvement, integrity, and success of the project.

4. Implement new methods of teaching and curriculums according to the
international standards, taking in consideration technologies of online education.

5. To assist in the agreed upon renewal of equipment of the Creative Laboratory of
Character Development (Room 403).

6. To assist financially and materially on mutually agreed upon items relating to the
organization of events connected to this project (publication and spreading of
informational materials, production of advertising materials, marketing events,
systematic renewal of web-site of the program and promoting participation in social
networks).

This agreement is instituted for a term of five years from the date (?f signing .w1th the
possibility of automatic prolongation if neither party declares its intention to terminate the
agreement or will make official changes to the text of the agreement six month before its

official termination.
